Winter term starts on 1st of September and ends at the end of January.
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Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv is
today a classic university with a distinct research
profile, and the leading contemporary academic
and educational hub of Ukraine.

There are 13 Faculties within the University: Ge-
ography, Economics, History, Cybernetics, Math-
ematics and Mechanics, Sociology, Information
Technology, Radio Physics, Electronics and Com-
puter Systems, Psychology, Physics, Philoso-
phy, Chemistry, Law. There are 8 Institutes (the
Military Academy, the High Technology Centre,
the Institute of Journalism, the Institute of Geol-
ogy, the Institute of International Relations, the
Postgraduate Education Centre, the Institute of
Linguistics, and the State Security Department)
and 1 Training and Research Center (the Institute
of Biology), 2 Colleges (Optical and Mechanical
College, Geological Exploring College), Ukrainian
Physical and Mathematical Lyceum. Kyiv Univer-
sity has a number of other facilities, including:
a Ukrainian Studies Centre, a Geological and
Zoological Museum, a Museum of the University
History, an Interfaculty Museum of Linguistics,
an Informatics Centre, an Astronomical Observa-
tory, a publishing and reprographics unit called
"Kyiv University”, and the Maksymovych Aca-
demic Library.

Today the University has bilateral partnership
agreements with 227 foreign educational and
scientific institutions from 57 countries. 180
foreign academics and lecturers from 32 coun-
tries visit the University annually to collaborate
in research, attending conferences, and giving
lectures. Each year more than 1500 lecturers, re-
searchers and students travel abroad to 59 coun-
tries. Two-thirds of those take overseas trips in
2013 travelled abroad for academic purposes
(conferences, training, and research).

Academic mobility office of Taras Shevchenko
National University of Kyiv functions as a coordi-
nating and advisory structure.

The activities of the Academic mobility office in-
clude:

«  Development, administration and coordina-
tion of the educational plans and programs
within student mobility programs concluded
with universities-partners (internal and ex-
ternal mobility, especially within internation-
al programs Erasmus +, Tempus, scholarship
programs, certification programs and dual
exchange programs).

e Providing the required documents, consul-
tation and review of appropriate documents
and applications within the mobility pro-
grams.

e Creating a system of coaching and coun-
seling that will help students and teachers
in the practical realization of their needs for
mobility, including support and counseling
students who come to study at the Univer-
sity.

« Enhancing cooperation with international
funds, projects, programs.

e The organization and support of internation-
al projects of educational activities, cultural
and educational programs, participation in
international educational and scientific pro-
grams.

Student accommodation is provided by a cam-
pus with comfortable halls of residence, com-
puter clubs, sports facilities, cafeterias and dance
halls. To promote a healthy lifestyle, the Univer-
sity has both health spa and sports facilities on
the banks of the river Dnipro.
